5050.)

e Prints out numbers from 0 to 5 in increments of 0.25. L.e., the program should
output 0,0.25,0.5,0.75,...4.5,4.75,5.0.

2. To practice plotting a bit more, make a program that produces a plot of the function
322 from x = 0 to 4. Make the plot be a solid blue line and label the axes “x” and
“f(X)” .
